Everyone has focused on the historic meeting of Presidents
Dmitry Medvedev and Barack Obama and on what many hope is
the beginning of a renewed relationship between Russia and the
United States. Itis a good time for those of us outside
government to consider what we can do to help cultivate this
relationship. The fact is that the fate of our future relationship
does not lie in the hands of government leaders alone. Business
can play a very important role in building and strengthening the
ties between us.

Today, there are enormous opportunities for collaboration
between Russian and multinational corporations. Such
opportunities are not limited to projects involving the rich natural
resources that Russia possesses, but encompass its plentiful
“human resources” of talent and ingenuity. Tapping these
resources by leveraging the talent and entrepreneurial capital
that flourishes in the country is an opportunity to engage in a form
of private-sector diplomacy, which facilitates growth in both our
economies. In the wake of this week’s summit, there are four
areas in particular where we can and should work together to
achieve this objective.

1. Planting the seeds of technological growth. Russia has a large
and growing pool of engineers and computer scientists who have
the potential to dramatically influence the way the world uses
technology, while at the same time diversifying the country’s
economy.

The Russian government should be applauded for setting up
special economic zones, which it hopes will become mini-Silicon
Valleys. It was also a smart decision to endow Rusnano with
enough capital to lead public-private partnerships in the high-tech
sector.

U.S. businesses can support the effort by lending expertise and
channeling Russia’s rich pool of talent. For instance, Microsoft
recently announced a $300 million program to establish
innovation centers, teach computer literacy skills in schools and
provide free software to startup companies in the country. The
company believes that Russia can be a global center for
innovation and growth.

Similarly, the firm | lead sees Russia as a future hotbed of
technological innovation, and today we are investing the
necessary resources to help make this vision a reality. We
recently announced the opening of a Center for Technology and
Innovation, which will provide research on emerging technology
trends and help facilitate the exchange of talent between Russia
and the United States, enabling both our economies to benefit
from a rich pool of collective talent.

2. Creating opportunities for tomorrow’s leaders. Russia has
declared 2009 the “Year of the Youth.” The move is a reflection
of the enormous potential the government sees in its young
people, and youth-empowerment must be a continuous priority.

Through its national education project and the national priority
project on health, the government is taking important steps to

build the country’s future leaders. U.S. businesses can join the
effort by creating greater opportunities for these future leaders.
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By continuing to invest in Russia and establishing operations on the
ground, multinationals can expand opportunities for the nation’s youth.
Doing so is not only integral to Russia’s economic growth, but also to our
ability as corporations to operate effectively in a global economy.

3. Cultivating small and medium-sized enterprises. In the United States,
small businesses are a vital driver of economic growth. Similarly, in Russia
a vibrant SME sector can be a powerful engine for growth. Today, there is
an enormous untapped opportunity to help cultivate this sector, as less than
20 percent of Russia’s gross domestic product and approximately 25
percent of jobs come from SMEs.

Developing this sector is a means not only of diversifying and growing the
economy, but also of cultivating the talents of the Russian people while
driving innovation across all sectors. At the national and local levels,
government has introduced measures to help stimulate SME growth. For
instance, cities are establishing entrepreneurship training programs and
SME support programs. And in April, Prime Minister Viadimir Putin
introduced a package of SME support measures, including lending
guarantees in the country’s regions, support for startups through
microfinance credits, and other measures, such as reduced electricity tariffs
and simplified tax forms.

These are important steps, and the private sector should follow this lead.
Multinational corporations — many of which rely on the support and
solutions of small businesses at various touch points throughout the supply
chain — can and should make the investments to help foster the growth of
Russia’s SME sector.

4. Paving the way to a renewable Russia. Russia is well-known for its vast
reserves of oil and natural gas, but often overlooked is the nation’s potential
to lead in the sphere of renewable energy as well. In the last 10 years, the
country has become 20 percent more energy efficient. Globally, Russia is a
leader in large-scale hydropower, which accounts for about 10 percent of
electricity generation. Its size and topography positions it to be a natural
leader in wind, biomass and solar energy, too.

With the right incentives and regulatory frameworks, the government can
help Russia realize this incredible potential. By sharing expertise and
providing the necessary investment, U.S. companies can collaborate in
working toward this goal. In an age when access to energy is an increasing
concern, this would be a win-win for both our economies and help secure a
strong, mutually beneficial U.S.-Russian relationship.m

trade and investment relations. Council
sealed this successful meeting with a
luncheon with the Ambassador and Trade
Commissioner of the Russian Federation to
Australia, both pledging their strong
support for the role of the ARBC in
supporting exciting new bilateral trade
opportunities....

Exciting developments that need
ARBC support

During last October the first Ministerial-level
trade talks between Russia and Australia
for nearly 15 years were held in Moscow,
when Australia’s Trade Minister, the Hon
Simon Crean MP, met with the Hon Alexei
Gordeev, then Russia’s Minister for
Agriculture. This practical reconnection
gave momentum to work on three core
areas of trade and cooperation between
the two countries: agriculture, resources
and transport.

The ARBC is committed to being the
bilateral industry representative and
supporter of future practical efforts in these
areas. ARBC discussed how it could best
support working-level efforts between the
two countries — and how to ensure that
businesses had the chance to have their
own particular trading challenges resolved
as part of the process.

It was agreed that the ARBC can and
should take a lead role in bringing Russian
and Australian business issues and
problems to the attention of Government
working groups, so that real-life trader and
investor issues receive due attention. It
was felt that with ARBC’s help, the red tape
and inconsistencies in these areas can be
removed, leading to more businesses
investing and trading with each other in the
future.

Russian Embassy Lends Clear
Support

A successful ARBC meeting was followed
by a very warm and enthusiastic luncheon
between ARBC members and His
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Excellency Ambassador Aleksander
Blokhin, Ambassador of the Russian
Federation in Australia, Mr Sergei Balan,
Trade Commissioner of the Russian
Federation in Australia and senior embassy
officials.

His Excellency Blokhin has shown strong
support to the prospect of the ARBC
closely supporting joint Government
working group efforts.

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The Russian market for Australian red meat has been in the news of recent times, not always for the right reasons. Russia has been a long term customer of
Australian red meat products. Prodintorg, the Soviet import agency, purchased up to 95,000 metric tonnes of bone-in beef quarters and mutton carcases in
1970/71. They came back for further shipments in the late 1970s totalling close to 180,000 mt over 3 years. In 1998 Russia again purchased over 40,000
tonnes of beef for further processing taking the country to Australia’s third largest beef market at the time until exchange rate movements made the growing
business unviable.

With the collapse of the Soviet Union, the existing agricultural infrastructure in Russia, especially for beef, fell away and the new Russian Federation allowed
cattle numbers to fall significantly. The current Government is now investing heavily in rebuilding its cattle industry hence the recent demand for breeding
stock out of Australia, but this will take many years to have an impact on domestic supply.

In the interim, the Russian Federation has remained one of the largest importers of animal and poultry protein in the world. It has agreed import quotas for
poultry meat for around 1.2 billion tonnes and import quotas for pork and beef approaching 500,000 and 450,000 tonnes respectively.

The Russian market however has been plagued by illegal shipments and fraudulent documents and because of Australia’s high profile in the meat industry,
Australian documentation has been a target for the defrauders. To combat this the Australian Quarantine & Inspection Service (AQIS) now sends a weekly
advice to Russian authorities outlining the Health Certificate and container numbers for the bona fide shipments from Australia to Russia so that Russian
authorities can clearly identify any bogus shipments or documents.

In establishing greater control over meat imports, the Russian Federation has also invested heavily in new technology and laboratory facilities. They have
sent a clear message to all countries currently supplying meat products to Russia that while they are keen to develop the international trade in red meat
(because Russia is not self-sufficient in meat products), they expect all imports to meet exacting international standards. Food safety has become a major
political issue within Russia and there will be an increasing focus on ensuring standards are complied with.

The new commitment to import and food safety standards has resulted in over 200 meat establishments world-wide being delisted for various reasons
following testing at port of entry. Australia has not been immune from this process and up to 23 establishments have found themselves on a suspended list
including more recently all kangaroo export establishments. This has had a particular impact on the kangaroo industry given that upwards of 80% of their
export production was going to Russia. Unlike beef, there are no import quotas on kangaroo meat. Some of the methodologies being used in Russia for Port
of Entry testing differ to those currently in practice in Australia but the onus is on Australian authorities and the industry to clearly identify Russian
requirements and ensure the Australian industry meets them.

In building stronger relationships and networks in order to give effect to this outcome, Australia placed a Veterinary Attaché in Moscow earlier this year for six
months. Industry strongly supported this move and believe Government needs to invest more in building the relationship with Russian authorities if it is to
maximise the trade opportunities that exist in this country of over 140 million people.

Russia blossomed as a market for Australian red meat products in the 12 months to June 2008, taking over 79,000 tonnes in total including 46,000 tonnes of
beef. This was despite the significant freight disadvantage Australia has compared to the US and EU, transhipping through European ports - often taking up
to six weeks. The global credit crunch in September 2008 severely impacted access for Russian importers to available lines of credit and therefore their
ability to finance the existing level of red meat imports. In conjunction with the devaluation of the Australian dollar against the US dollar from around
0.90 cents to 0.65 cents, it led to substantial losses on imports and a scramble by both importers and exporters to minimise losses and divert product to other
markets.

Shipments to Russia have dropped over 70% since as the industry on both sides of the trade adjust to the new market conditions. There is no doubt that long
term opportunities for the Australian red meat industry in Russia will continue to exist. The onus will be on Australia to build the relationships and networks to
ensure that the Australian industry clearly understands Russian requirements and can meet their exacting standards. Australia has a rich history as a meat
supplier to Russia. We must continue to build on that long term relationship in supplying high quality safe red meat products to the Russian consumer. m
